In my attachment, I have the following:
1. A colour co-ordination on finding the required quantity aligned with the same coloured designator or symbol.
2. Two more tables (now three in all), giving priority on finding either the required figure for D (core diameter), or d (cord diameter) or p (number of passes), having known answers for the other two, in the p = 0.8xD/d formula.
3. An added conversion table which converts percentage of a foot, or decimal fractions of a foot to whole and fractional equivalent in inches, eg

This is particularly useful to those dealing from Metric to Imperial measurement conversions.
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
